Phase one was to totally replace a large curved monitor wall providing 
screen support for both existing and new large panel flat screens. Phase 
two completed the monitor wall by extending it to contain the total of 18 
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built in to the monitor wall, making good use of available space.  
 
To complete the re-fit, an outmoded wooden control desk was replaced 
with a state-of-the art multi-position technical console. Novus ergonomic 
desk equipment was chosen to support console screens.
